e Jewellery worn for religious reasons must be explained to and

agreed with, in writing, to the Headteacher before wearing them.

e All hair styles should be smart and tidy

Tramlines / designs / patterns are not permitted.

e Long fringes should be clipped back.

e Shoulder-length or longer hair should always be tied back neatly

e ‘Hoodies’ are not to be worn in place of coats.
