We kindly request that children wear shorts, skorts, joggers, or leggings during PE sessions. To uphold
our children’s modesty, we permit the wearing of loose-fitting or knee-length cycling shorts. These
shorts should be easily visible underneath the PE T-shirt. Alternatively, children may choose to wear
cycling shorts underneath regular shorts. Your cooperation in ensuring that your child is dressed
according to these specifications is greatly appreciated. If you have any questions or require further

clarification, please do not hesitate to contact the school office.

Additional

e Jewellery is unsuitable for school wear as it is easily lost or
damaged and can cause injury to wearers and others.

Jewellery e Only asmall, plain watch (no smart watches) and / or small stud
earrings are allowed.

e Earrings are to be taken out on PE days or covered in tape.

o For KS1 children this should be done at home, before school.
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o KS2 children should be able to do this themselves before
their PE lesson.
Jewellery worn for religious reasons must be explained to and

agreed with, in writing, to the Headteacher before wearing them.

Hair (all children)

All hair styles should be smart and tidy

Hairstyles / cuts should not be a distraction to other children.
Tramlines / designs / patterns are not permitted.

Long fringes should be clipped back.

Shoulder-length or longer hair should always be tied back neatly
with a simple, small blue or white hair band or ‘bobble’.

Any other hair accessories should be in school colours.

Beaded braids or braids with cotton / material weaves are not
encouraged but will be discussed on an individual basis.

Hair should be of natural colour.

Makeup and cosmetics

Make-up and cosmetics are not considered appropriate or
consistent with our school uniform. The school does not permit
such products to be worn by any children, Nails should be kept

natural and of a suitable length for school.

Bookbags

Reception & Key Stage 1 children need a Widmer End book bag* to
carry their belongings.

Key Stage 2 children need a backpack*

Coats

Coats (including lightweight summer raincoats and winter coats)
should preferably be in a neutral or school colour.

‘Hoodies’ are not to be worn in place of coats.

Other

Sun hats and caps will only be worn during periods of sunny
weather.
No sunglasses unless agreed with the class teacher or school office

for medical reasons.
